Priority 5 Tuesday, November 26, 2024 Returning, Transfer, Probation 2, Academically Dismissed,

Spring 2025 registration ends for full semester long classes: January 26, 2025 
 

LATE REGISTRATION  
 January 27 – February 1, 2025 

NOTES: 

• Eligible Continuing students during Priority 1, 2, or 3 registration must be in good academic standing e.g. not on 
probation for 2 consecutive semesters or dismissal and have less than 100 earned units total excluding 30 units 
basic skills or ESL classes. 

• First time to college students for Spring 2025, and who are eligible for Priority 1, 2, or 3, must have completed an 
orientation and have a Math/English placement and an education plan to be eligible for priority registration. 
Those who have not successfully completed orientation, placement and an education plan may enroll during 
Priority 4 registration which starts on November 25th 2024. 

• Gavilan College Promise/CA College Promise students must have been admitted as a first time to college student 
and enroll in 12+ units each term, as well as successfully completed orientation/placement/education plan. 

• Fire Science majors: Your registration will be handled through the South Bay Regional Public Safety Training
